A Continuous and active partnership with local and international organization,
and exploration of common interest cooperation at regional level

In the framework of its activities in Central Asia, the Norwegian Forestry Group (NFG) keep up its active cooperation with various local and
international organizations acting in environmental, forestry and land use sectors. This turn out to be a fruitful achievement allowing not
only to share and keep updated the information amid the partners, but also to discuss and review the progress and the effectiveness of
the ongoing and expected projects in the region, particularly those having common objectives, similar background and/or reflecting
expectations and interests of the local stakeholders (forest and land users). In Kyrgyzstan, NFG jointly with the Kyrgyz Association of
Forest and Land Users (AFLU) continue to structure a promising partnership with many of the local international organizations (UNDP,
WFP, FAO...) through organizing and implementing several purposeful activities (seminars, workshops, trainings...) related to actual
aspects and problems in the field of forestry, land use and Natural Resource management.

In this course of action, the representatives of NFG and AFLU have recently
participated in a Forum, organized in Dushanbe (Tajikistan), by Central Asian
Mountain Partnership (CAMP). The theme of the forum was: “Sustainable
Land Management — up scaling benefits for rural communities”. Many
international and regional organizations took part in this meeting (OXFAM,
CARITAS, Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation, GIZ, University of
Central Asia...). During the plenary sessions, the Association has presented a
topic on its objectives and experience in engaging rural communities in
several actions having socioeconomic, ecological, capacity building and
awareness rising purposes. The presentation also reflected the important
and active role played by NFG in organizing and supporting such activities.
This event was a good opportunity to get new contacts, discuss and share
views on suitable and effective approaches and incentives that help
promoting Sustainable Forest and Land Management in the region.

conflicts, i.e.: Technical and administrative conflicts related to pastures ownership and management; socioeconomic and multiethnic conflicts
related to pasture use, and ecological conflicts related to pastures’ overuse. Accordingly, the next step in the working process was the
clarification of the conflicts. The purpose is to get a clear figure about the causes and the effects of these conflicts and suggest concrete
alternative solutions that could prevent their expansion and improve the pasture management in the region. To achieve this purpose, three (3)
working groups composed from the representatives of the local concerned stakeholders (local population, local administration, pasture
committee, leskhoze...) were organized in the pilot area (Kadamjaj) in order to:

e Assess and analyze the existing conflicts and their impacts through organizing “separate” and
“participatory” debates/discussions, combining participatory and rapid rural appraisal tools
(PRA/RRA).

° Define the “Root Causes” of the conflicts/disagreements.

e  Structure the conflicts/disagreements according to their importance for the project’s
objectives and activities (Sustainable Pasture Management).

e  Get concrete alternative solutions through initiating “Multi Stakeholder” negotiation.

In view of that, the working groups exposed and systemized the three (3) types of
conflicts/disagreements and their main causes, i.e.:

1. Technical/Administrative factor:
e lacks in the current land tenure systems (particularly regarding pasturelands).

e Lack of demarcation and delimitation of the boundaries concerning the territories belonging to different local institutions (local
administration/Ayil Okmotu, leskhoze...).

e  Absence of demarcation, delimitation and typology of pasturelands.

e Llack of efficient Pasture Management Plans and deficiency in cattle breeding organization and regulation.

e Absence of clear and patent mechanisms, rules and regulations regarding pasture concessions for people and communities from
the neighboring State (Uzbekistan).

e lack of coordination between local administration bodies and managers of the State Forest Fund, notably regarding pasture
management issues.

2. Socioeconomic and multiethnic factor:
e Disadvantaged socioeconomic conditions, explained by the poverty and the high

level of unemployment in the rural zones, particularly for the young people who
suffer from “a system” which not allows getting an equal access for the use, the
lease and the ownership of the existing resources (notably the lands). This is
considered as a potential factor of conflicts and social disintegration.

e Unequal access and use of pasturelands, aggravated by excessive bureaucratic
procedures, pressure and control on pasture users from pasture managers.

e Accessibility to pastures severely constrained by deteriorating infrastructure (roads,
bridges...), which results in exorbitantly high transport costs.

e lack of household strategies that could create better socioeconomic opportunities.

e  Complexity of the ethnic composition in the area.

e  Absence of regulations organizing the access to pasturelands for the neighboring communities (Uzbeks and Tajiks) induces illicit
activities and conflicts in the region.

3. Ecological factor:
e  Overuse of the pasturelands located near the villages, while in remote areas the pastures still underused.

e  The quantity and the type of cattle per pasture often exceed the fixed norms. This aggravates the degradation of the pastures’ soil

The aim of this working session is to formulate and agree on
concrete and practical solutions to be considered in the management plan, and
which could prevent the expansion of the mentioned conflicts and improve
the pasture management in the region. As a result, a “resolution” mentioning
several recommendations to take into consideration in the next steps of the
working process was formulated and approved by the representatives of all
stakeholders involved in the project (Sustainable Pasture Management). The
accent was notably made on the necessity to carry out mapping activities
within the pilot zone. The need to develop maps for the pasture area was
justified by the fact that, many conflicts and disagreements, notably territorial
conflicts between Ayil Okmotu (A/O, local administration) and other land owners (leskhoze), could be avoided or resolved through the
elaboration of updated maps, including useful information and data for management and decision making (pasture types, roads, settlements,
areas of high and low grazing utilization, demarcation of grazing rotations, fences, water points, etc.). Accordingly, the core group working on
the project prepared a provisional action plan reproducing the sequence regarding the steps that should be followed to develop maps in
project’s 1% pilot zone, i.e.: (i) Definition of the boundaries of the Ayil Okmotu (A/O); (ii) Definition of the boundaries and the areas of
pastures (Acquire satellite images of the territory; reproduce the agreed boundaries of the A/O on satellite images; preliminary decoding of land
categories...); (iii) Field work (Verification of the land categories and their boundaries; organization of demonstration and monitoring plots;
assessment of pastures’ conditions...); (iv) Data processing (final digitalization of the field maps...); (v) Development of pasture use plan.
