The Association's short term Strategy

The operative phase of the Kyrgyz Forest and Land Users Association started in September on the eve of celebrating “ the Kyrgyz

Foresters’ Day” where the NIFG representatives together with Association’s members organised a fruitful working cession in
which took a part many representatives and partners from State organizations managing or acting in forest and land use issues,
foresters and land users from both state and private sector. The participants of this meeting exposed actual problems connected
with forest and land use management, notably the weak points regarding norms and regulations and land leasing concerns, and
they pointed out perspectives and practical orientations which the Association should consider in its action plan in order to come
upon the urgent field challenges facing the forest and land use management in the country. From its side, the Association’s staff
exposed the strategy for the beginning of its operative phase by describing the main actions to undertake in the short term, namely:
(1) Enhancement of the Association’s information network; (2) Extension of the activities at local level; (3) Improvement of
partnership and cooperation with institutions and partners working in the field of forestry and land use on national level;
(4) Development of communications and collaboration with international organizations, notably those working in Central
Asian region. This means that the Association’s representatives are aware that the sustainability and the effectiveness of such an
association should imperatively pass through a diversified action plan and also by a close interaction with various stakeholders
operating in management, preservation and rational use of natural resources.
