FUTURE

Among the priority action to carry out jointly with its main state partners (i.e. the State Agency on Environment Protection and Forestry, the
State Agency for Self Government Administrations and the State Registration Service), the association launched a working process aiming to
find out adapted solutions regarding an important socioeconomic issue, with ecological and even political effects. This concerns thousands
of households who, for many years, are residing and developing their livelihood activities in areas located on the territory of the State Forest
Fund, but still facing constraints and difficulties to legalize and legitimate their rights for ownership of the land plots. For these people, this
represents a factual restriction factor for reaching several advantages settled by the current socioeconomic regulations and directives in the
country. Furthermore, this issue is considered as a source of conflict for the Forest Management Units (Leskhozes), because as long as this
problem is not resolved, and the borders of these territories are not well fixed, people will continue to move farther in the neighboring
sectors, what certainly will end in new cases of illegal use and occupation of forest areas.

The other priority action of the NIFG project during 2011 is the organization by the Association of targeted trainings on various practical
topics. These training sessions, to organize and structure according to the local demands and expectations, may update and improve the
skills and practices of the local people (association’s members and other forest/land users’), provide them with additional practical
knowledge and know-how adapted to the local context and needs.

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The working process for the regularization of property rights
for households living in the territories of the State Forest Fund:

What was already accomplished!

The working process for the regularization of property rights for the households living in the territories of the State Forest Fund
started with the organization of a round table involving the key representatives of all the concerned organizations (i.e. the State
Agency on Environment Protection and Forestry, the State Agency for Self Government Administrations, the State Registration
Service and the Association). This session was concluded by an agreement underlying the necessity of undertaking such action,
and conferring the association the task of supervising the working process in four pilot zones: Djalal-Abat, Osh, Issik-Kul and
Batken. Accordingly, as a starting point, a working group constituted from all the concerned partakers, has elaborated a sort of
guidelines regarding norms, regulations and juridical aspects related to the subject. This document draws attention to the
advantages of such action, illustrates the approach and the
sequence of the procedures to carry out in the pilot zones.

an agreement between the association and the State Forest Inventory Unit (FIU) to launch field works, in order to define and fix
the boundaries of the concerned settlements. This activity was supervised by a commission constituted from the representatives of
all the local concerned stakeholders (Association, Leskhozes, Regional State Register, Village Councils and Forest Inventory Unit).
As a result, the boundaries and the area of the settlements were determined, and the GPS data were transmitted to the
GIS/Mapping department for an update. The decisions and resolutions of the Village Councils about the transfer of the concerned
areas from the State Forest Fund to the Administrative Fund are transmitted to the Rayon Council (Rayon Kenesh) and Rayon
Administration for further consideration.

Before launching the training sessions, several workshops were
organised in Kadamjaj, Alay, Osh and Djalal-Abad. In these
working sessions the representatives of the association, jointly
with various potential forest/land users and farmers (association’s
members and others) tried to identify training themes
corresponding to the factual needs and expectations of the local
people.

As a result, the following 4 purposes are defined as judicious topics for structuring useful training courses for the benefit of the
association’s members and other forest/land users, i.e.:

Effective marketing mechanisms;
Producing and processing of competitive products;
Innovative techniques/practices in agriculture and forestry;
Organization of nurseries;

The organized working sessions also allowed to discuss the
constraining factors facing the local farmers, such as: the |
insufficient marketing work; the low quality and non-
competitiveness of products; the continuing decrease in the
prices of products (the prices are close to prime cost,
sometimes even lower); the whole sale is not developed;
product processing enterprises are lacking; limitation of |
proposals for financing services to forest/land use sector, etc.

This provided the association’s representatives with various
references and recommendations on how to structure and
systematize several priority actions, which will need to be
implemented in order to promote the interests of the
members.

Accordingly, it was decided to start work on the problematic
raised by the majority of the association’s members,
regarding marketing of the products, with a special focus on

“Transportation issue”. This will be initiated with a fact finding study in a pilot zone where this concern represents a challenge
for the local potential farmers. The study will cover the analysis, the illustration and the structure of the different components
related to the problematic, starting with the stage preceding the harvest of products, until the marketing phase itself. This study
would bring tangible answers to various key questions such as: What are the real problems? What could be the mechanisms
allowing to bring realistic solutions for such problems? What are the priority actions to be undertaken and at which level?

In the framework of its support for methodical and practical publications that
could bring substantial recommendations and orientations on some restrictions

facing the forest management in Kyrgyzstan, the NF'G project brought its
assistance for the publication of a Manual elaborated at Bishkek’s Forest Buwupos [ILE.
Research Institute, c'aued: “Forest Nurseries of Kyrgyzstan”. This ggidebook JIECHBIE MATOMHWKH
approved by the Ministry of education and the State Agency on Environment KbIPTBI3CTAHA
Protection and Forestry, provides information about the forest nurseries in the
Kyrgyz Republic, and illustrates a synthesis of the best practices that would
ensure the emergence of planting materials, not only with a better quality, but
also adapted to the needs of the public sector, communities and privates. The
idea of the edition of such a guidebook is the fact that, in Kyrgyzstan, the failed
plantations have often been the result of reduced quality of planting materials,
notably because of the neglect of indispensable nursery techniques and
procedures.
